Identifying Behavior Supports for Students Not Responding to Traditional Class Management Plans

While many times student misbehavior can be addressed through class-wide measures, such as establishing
clear expectations, verbally praising students, and having consistent consequences for misbehavior, not all
students respond to these strategies. Approximately 5-10% of students do not respond to traditional
disciplinary interventions, leaving teachers at a loss for how to deal with their behavior (Maag, 2012). During
this session participants will explore how to identify individualized strategies and supports for students not
responding to traditional class behavior management plans. Examples of evidence-based class-wide
behavioral support practices will also be shared for participants to evaluate their current classroom
management plans. Participants will leave with access to example materials and other resources for
developing and implementing behavior strategies with their students

Outcome Objectives: Participants will gain knowledge and skills in:

● Assessing the efficacy of their current class-wide, universal behavior management strategies in order to
determine if adjustments are needed for all students in the class.

● Identifying preventative strategies and modifications to the environment to address specific triggers for
individual students’ misbehaviors.

● Exploring examples of replacement skills and strategies to teach students to use to “replace” the
problem behaviors.
